THOUGHTS OF “BLESSED ASSURANCE”

In 1 Cor. 15:58, after telling of our victory over death through Jesus Christ,
Paul wrote, Therefore, my beloved brethren, be steadfast, immovable, always
abounding in the work of the Lord, knowing that YOUR TOIL IS NOT IN VAIN IN
THE LORD.

I first learned of “toil in vain” on the farm. Numerous times our crops we
banked on, withered in drought or washed away in floods. Then, if we got a crop in,
there was no guarantee of a market. I learned early, when it comes to life, especially
earning a living, there was always a great deal of “toil in vain.”

But, it's not this way with toil “in the Lord.” This toil is never in vain.
Whatever | lock into my treasure box in heaven (see Matt. 6:20), stays in heaven
and bears interest.

In Eph. 2:10 it’s written, For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus
for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them.

We are talking here about pride of workmanship. God’s workmanship. God
made the Plan, perfectly executed the Plan and offered it to us. If we never
experience Blessed Assurance when we accept it, what are we saying about the
Plan? About God?

I realize in the Bible there are two extremes when it comes to work that
saves. Some think that all work of salvation is God’s and not our own. Others think
that it’s ours and not God’s at all. One makes salvation depend entirely upon grace.
The other depends entirely upon one’s own righteousness.

Now, which extreme is most biblical? Neither one! They are both equally
wrong.

Listen to Phil. 2:12 & 13. Work out your salvation with fear and trembling;
for it is God who is at work in you, both to will and to work for His good pleasure.

On the one hand, I work out my salvation with fear and trembling, as if it all
depends upon me. However, when I do that, God works in me. We become co-
workers in my redemption.

I do what I can to have Blessed Assurance, but, at the end of the day, God
imputes to me the righteousness I'm still lacking. I finally receive Blessed
Assurance.

1 John 2:3, By this we know that we have come to know Him, if we keep His
commandments. Sincerity counts, but sincerity alone does not supply Blessed
Assurance. Zeal counts, but zeal alone does not supply it. A good conscience counts,
but a good conscience alone does not supply it.

What provides Blessed Assurance is sincerity, zeal and a good conscience
coming from a confidence that one has obeyed. I turn from sin as my Lord
commanded, confess my allegiance to Jesus before the world, have been baptized
and have been faithful to God through the church as my Lord commanded. It is then
I reach my goal. --Floyd
